2. Howbery Park Boat Club Rules and Membership Declaration
Howbery Spark Rules
I understand that:

1. All members or other persons, who use Club equipment or attend Club activities of any kind, do so at their own risk and neither the Club nor its officers can accept liability for any loss or injury sustained in the course of using Club equipment or participating in Club activities.
2. The boats are for use by HPSSA members and Associate Members.  Only full members of HPSSA Club may book and take out the boats.  No Associate Members may take a boat out alone.
3. The member booking the boat is responsible for the boat and equipment at all times, and must always be on board when the boat is under way.

4. Members taking out the boats shall be responsible for the safety and security of the boats and equipment.  All loss or damage shall be reported to the Committee when the equipment is returned.  Members shall be liable for the excess on the insurance policy for any loss or damage.  The insurance on Howbery Spark carries a £150 excess which, in the event of any damage or a claim, is the boat user’s responsibility to cover this cost.

5. Buoyancy aids/life jackets are available upon request.

6. The club does not permit use of the Howbery Spark when the river Thames is on yellow or red boards, in line with Environment Agency advice, which can be found online here https://www.gov.uk/guidance/river-thames-current-river-conditions.  If a booking is made and the river is subsequently placed under yellow or red boards the booking will be refunded in full.

Canoe/Kayak/Paddle board Rules
I understand that:
1. Canoeing/kayaking/paddle boarding is a dangerous sport.  All users do so at their own risk.  The club accepts no responsibility for injury or accidents that may arise from the use of the canoes/kayaks/paddle boards.

2. Training by qualified persons in the use of canoes/kayaks/paddle boards is highly recommended.

3. It is assumed that the person in charge and the users are competent canoeists/kayakers/paddle boarders and can swim.

4. The wearing of buoyancy aides is recommended.  Novices and persons under 18 years must wear buoyancy aides and must be supervised by adults at all times.

5. The canoes/kayaks/paddle boards are for use by HPSSA members and Associate Members.  Only full members of HPSSA Club may book and take out canoes.  No Associate Members may canoe/kayak/paddle board alone.

6. Members taking out the canoes/kayaks/paddle boards shall be responsible for the safety and security of all canoes/kayaks/paddle boards and equipment.  All loss or damage shall be reported to the Committee when the equipment is returned.  Members shall be liable for the excess on the insurance policy for any loss or damage.  It is drawn to the members attention that the canoe/kayak/paddle board insurance does not cover the canoes/paddle board during transit (a copy of the policy is available on request).  Members are therefore liable for the full replacement costs of the canoes/kayaks/paddle boards in this instance.

7. Canoes and equipment must be locked when left unattended.  Note that failure to do so will nullify the insurance policy.  Therefore in this instance, members will be liable for the full ‘as new replacement costs’ of any equipment lost or stolen.
8. The club does not permit use of the canoes/kayaks/paddle boards when the river Thames is on yellow or red boards, in line with Environment Agency advice, which can be found online here https://www.gov.uk/guidance/river-thames-current-river-conditions. If a booking is made and the river is subsequently placed under yellow or red boards the booking will be refunded in full.
